GOVERNMENT CAMP — Imagine, if you will, an aerial gondola connecting the community of
Government Camp with Timberline Lodge, high on the southern flank of Mount Hood.

More than a mile long, it would have its lower end in the heart of a condominium-style village reminiscent
of several major Rocky Mountain ski resorts. A second cable line would extend across U.S. Highway 26 to
the slopes of nearby Skibowl; eventually, perhaps, there would be a gondola from Timberline to Mount
Hood Meadows, thereby uniting all of the Mount Hood ski areas.
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
